This short note is to 

inform you that my dad, Joe Emmert, passed away Octo-

ber 30, 2007. 

Dad was like our friend Jeff Spinney.  He would ride his 

bike to Bishop, where he would fuel airplanes and wash 

windows for flight instruction.  He soloed in a Porterfield, 

the year Bishop paved the runways.  He was drafted into 

the U.S. Army Air Corp.  When WWII ended he was tow-

ing gliders in Texas.  Dad enlisted in the Reserves and 

was recalled to Korea in 1951.  There he flew T-6s as a 

spotter pilot. and finished his tour piloting the C47 radio 

ships.  When his military time was over, dad bought a 

Piper Super Cruiser (the one we still have) and based it as 

Dalton in 1957.  What a wonderful time I had growing up 

around this airport.  So many good memories as he was 

fond of saying ñIôd rather fly that eat.  We can eat when it 

gets dark.ò  Not to leave this on a sad note, I would like to 

share his words, ñNo matter what happens, Fly the Air-

plane!
