Prevent government regulationd lock up and look out

State and local governments remain interested in security at GA airports, even though the federal govern-
ment and the aviation community have taken comprehensive steps to ensure both the pilot population and

aircraft are secure.

In Pennsylvania, the legislature is considering H.B.2292, a measure that would require two locks on all

aircraft and institute criminal penalties for failing to use them.

On March 26, AOPA staffers traveled to Harrisbi
ken. I n meetings with | egislators and their st:
plained that most pilots already secure their aircraft, airplanes are rarely stolen, and general aviation is not

considered a significant terrorism threat.

The meetings follow AOPAGs March 11 testimony
portation Committee. AOPA also has sent letters and asked members in the commonwealth to express their

opposition.

AMembers did a great job helping us counter thi
AOPA executive vice president of government afi
from unreasonable security requirements, but for the GA community to be successful, pilots need to take
steps on their own. That means pilots need to continue to follow the Airport Watch message to lock your
